PAY CREDIT WORK?”"!

The IRS recently issued a Special Edition Tax
about the Making Work Pay Credit.

The credit is available for 2009-2010 and eqJ
6.2% of earned income. The maximum credit]
$800 for a married couple filing a joint return a
$400 for everyone else. The credit begins phas
out at $75,000 for single taxpayers and $150,000
joint returns.

The credit is being received through
paychecks for most wage earners. Self-emplo
taxpayers can adjust their estimated payment
benefit from the credit in 2009.

Due to the changing of the withholding tables
disburse the credit in 2009, some taxpayers I
have too little tax withheld this year. The followir
taxpayers should check their withholdings:
- Married couples with multiple jobs
Dependents
Pensioners
Social Security recipients who also work
Workers without valid Social Security numbers

ade SOCIAL SECURITY STATEMENTS

-

Each year every worker age 25 or older receives a
Social Security Statement. This statement gives a
year-by-year listing or earnings that have been
reported on that individual's Social Security record.

This record should be reviewed immediately for
accuracy and any errors reported to Social Security
right away. The closer it is to the tax year whire
error occurred, the easier it will be to secure proof of
wages. To report an error, contact Social Security at
1-800-772-1213 or take your records to your local
Social Security office.

Statements can be requested at any time online or
mailing Form SSA-7004, and the statement will be

mailed to you in 2-4 weeks. However, a manual

request will stop the next scheduled mailing, so you

won't receive another automatic statement until the

following year.
